What is important says Lawrence, is that MPs
appear principled and upright, yet not so
devout as to arouse suspicions in a largely
secular society. She says that there are those
who defend the secular nature of our
democracy, absenting themselves from the
parliamentary prayers.

Saved by grace, we also grow by means of grace
lain D. Campbell

In Reformed circles, the phrase “the means of
grace" has often been used, and its meaning has
often been assumed. It is an important phrase, and
it is important that we understand what its
significance actually is.

The emphasis on grace is a reminder that it is
possible for us to have a real relationship wittldGo
and that such a relationship is founded and
grounded upon His action toward us. Left to
ourselves we would never move towards Him, but
He has taken the initiative in establishing a
relationship with his world.

Philip Yancey has written a book with the title
What's so Amazing about Grageminding us that
we should never lose the sense of wonder which
John Newton expressed so memorably in his hymn



Amazing GraceEvery good thing we experience in
Christian faith is on God's express initiative.

Grace means that, although God was under no
obligation to move to the rescue of His rebellious
creation, He opted to do so, and to meet every
contingency of man's lost condition. To be
effective, divine grace must be more than equal to
human sin - and its effectiveness is seen in tbe fa
that God is able to address every aspect of our
fallen condition, and restore what He did not take
away. The severed relationship He heals; the guilt
of sin He deals with in atonement; the estranged
sinner He reconciles; the dysfunctional soul He
re-orders. If any man is in Christ, he is a new
creation, and the glory is all to grace.

But grace goes beyond the recovery of fallen
man. In his theological treatment of the doctrifie o
man, Thomas Boston described regeneration as
"begun recovery". Becoming a Christian is only the
beginning of the story. In Christ, man is a new
creation; but like the old creation, there is a new
theatre now in which the glory of God is displayed.
Christian living means living in the fight and imet
grip of grace. That is why | just love James's
assurance - God gives more grace, not less, as our
circumstances unfold and our lives develop.

But the Reformed tradition recognises, alorgsid
its great emphasis on grace, that while we
experience that grace - personally and individyally
we recognise it through particular channels, or
"means". There is a distinction to be made between
means and ends - the end that God has in view is
the transformation of our human character into the
character of Jesus Christ Himself, but He chooses
ordinarily to effect that purpose through particula
channels He has appointed to that end. This is
emphasised in Westminster's high view of the
church, outside of which, says the Confession of
Faith, there is "no ordinary possibility of salati.

The qualifier is extremely important. The
Reformers did not believe that there was no
possibility of being saved outside of the church -
after all the Reformation was nothing if not a
polemic against a theology that made the church
and its sacraments indispensable to salvation. But
they did believe that ordinarily God uses the churc
as the channel of His grace, in at least two ways.

First, God uses His own Word as a primary
channel of His grace. Through its doctrines,
precepts, stories and insights, He makes the Word
that He Himself has breathed out, indispensable for
our salvation. That is why the classic proof-text f
the orthodox doctrine of Scripture — 2 Timothy 3:16
- emphasises that the Bible is both inspired and
profitable. It is the word of God and it is the e®i
of God. It originates in heaven and channels grace
to earth.

According to the New Testament, God has made
the church the pillar and ground of the truth. The

church ought to be the showcase for the word of
God. Through the preaching and proclamation of
the Word, rightly expounded and personally
applied, God's grace does its work in the lives of
individuals. Remarkably, God's grace does its work
even when the Word is wrongly expounded, and
even misapplied. His Word achieves His goal, and
flies into the hearts of men and women, with a
grace that brings salvation.

Secondly, God uses the sacraments of baptism
and the Lord's Supper as channels of grace. That
was never understood in the reformed tradition to
mean that a church ritual or ecclesiastical agtivit
was capable of effecting saving change simply by
virtue of being carried out. There was no
mechanical or magical way by which the hands of a
clergyman could call down the grace of God.

But as ordinances appointed by Christ, and as
visible representations of the Word which derive
their effectiveness from the Word, the sacraments
are also effective channels of the grace of God.
They portray the same salvation as the Word
preached. They draw the attention of the church to
the only means of salvation -the finished work of
Christ which remains outside of ourselves.

The Westminster standards, thirdly, make prayer
a means of grace, along with the Word and the
sacraments.

This may all seem academic, but it is anything
but. There is a need to recover the creedal
emphases of our faith, with their high view of the
way God has chosen to minister His grace into the
lives of His people. We have tended to dumb down
the idea of the church, and even the need forut. B
Christ has appointed it, and, however distastéfell t
idea might appear to some, outside of it therenis n
ordinary possibility of our receiving the grace of

God at all.

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Dr. George O’Neil Fresh Start clinic in Subiaco,
treating heroin, alcohol and amphetamine addics is
back in business.

VoxPoint magazine (August 2009) reported that
the clinic had been forced to close following a
refusal by the Therapeutic Goods Administration
(T'GA) to continue licensing Dr O'Neil's
Naltrexone implants. The closure was a big blow to
the many WA addicts (from 800 to 1000 per year)
who rely on Dr O'Neil's patented Naltrexone
implants to remain drug-free.

But the good news is that the program is back o
track after the TGA has extended Fresh Start's



Naltrexone licence indefinitely, allowing the
continuation of a two year research program which
is needed for full registration.

Fresh Start CEO Jeff Claughton told VoxNews
that Dr O'Neil pioneered the use of Naltrexone
implants, which he inserts in the abdomen under
local anaesthetic. The drug is released slowly into
the bloodstream over the next three to six months,
blocking the action of the drugs including herain,,
alcohol and amphetamines on the brain.

The patients then stop taking drugs because the
have no effect, unlike alternative treatments sagh
methadone or buprenorphine which cause
dependence. Once on Naltrexone and drug-free,
patients are able to begin dealing with the proklem
which led to their addiction. Rehabilitation can
include supervised accommodation and a Christian
version of the 12 step program.

"Oral Naltrexone also works well. But only lifet
patient takes the tablets every day," Jeff Claughto
said. "We did a randomised, double-blind study two
years ago with the University of WA. After six
months, 95 per cent of patients with Naltrexone
implants had not reverted to drug use - but after s
months, 50 per cent of patients taking Naltrexone
tablets had done so.

"This is a great result - even for the tablets
compared with other drug treatments,”  Jeff
Claughton said.

While recent
emphases appear to be about exposing abuse, its
overall aims are to improve the lives of children i
Australia.

Their research pap&very Child Needs a Hero
published in 2006 is a reminder of children’s need
and desire for support beyond early childhood.
Their research challenges the assumption that
adolescents rely less on parental support and
guidance as they mature. Although the influence of
peers does grow in adolescence, this study
demonstrates that the stereotype of adolescents as

rebellious troublemakers misrepresents the desire

of teens for adult support and involvement in their

lives. Amongst other things the research found:
Family was most important in the lives of
young people and more than 95% of these
young people were happy with their
relationship with their parents.
Children need adults to help them interpret
their world. They need adults to help them
understand and navigate the complexities,
pressures and pace of modern life.
Much that children worry about is beyond their
full comprehension and ability to change.
Children can only process ideas and feelings eg
about what is happening in the world, with the
people they trust. The results of this study
show that children need and want adults in their
lives to act as a support, interpreter and
protector.
The research also indicates that children are
turning to a range of other adults in search of
support, reassurance and protection. Authority
figures such as teachers, doctors and police are
also people in the lives of children in whom
they have confidence. (Note therefore the
importance of Christians here).
Children today are often denied time with
parents because of work pressures.

In our hectic lifestyle and with the pressuoés
work, it can be easy to lose sight hfe heroes
children need usto be for them Our children
need Godly adults in their lives to care for them,
love them, and keep them safe.

This research reminds us that we have a
wonderfulduty and opportunity to speak into the
lives of our children. To be their heroes! Butileh
our children are looking for our heroic leadership,
as Christian parents we also want them to look

At the conclusion of the service, | spoke the
words of committal: “Forasmuch as it has pleased
almighty God in his great mercy to take out of this
world the soul of our dear brother ... we therefore
commit his body to the elements, earth to earth,
ashes to ashes, dust to dust ...". As | spoke these
words, the pallbearers lowered the coffin into the
grave and out of sight.

handful of petals into the grave. | watched the
petals tumble to the polished lid of the coffinidsa
goodbye, and turned away.

The funeral was a sobering affair and it set me
thinking about a statement in one of the most
sombre books of the Bible, the book of
Ecclesiastes. Inspired by God, the writer statis: "
is better to go to the house of mourning than to go
to the house of feasting ..."

This is a startling, if not a shocking, comment
reverses our perceptions and contradicts our
experience. Better a funeral than a feast? Why does
the writer say that? What does he mean?

The writer himself provides the answer. "It is
better to go to the house of mourning than to go to
the house of feasting," he says, then adds, “fisr th
is the end of all men, and the living will lay @ t
heart"

The reason it is better to go to a funeral tttaa
party is because a funeral sets life the in
perspective. It reminds us of our for mortality. It
reminds us that we, too, are going to die, and so i
encourages us to take stock of our lives and of our
eternal destinies

Each one of us will face death one day. How do
we cope with-how do we make sense of this fact?

The Christian faith offers hope in the face of
death. The Bible teaches that death came into the
world because of sin. The first created man and
woman deliberately disobeyed God and their
disobedience brought death into the human race.
Indeed, sin and death have had a grip on us ever
since. But God sent his Son, Jesus Christ, into the
world to break that grip.

For love of us, the Lord Jesus willingly laiside
his privileges as the Son of God and came to earth
as a human being to save us from sin, death and
judgment. The Bible says that Jesus took on our
humanity “so that by the grace of God he might
taste death for every one" (Hebrews 19). The

reason he came to earth was to die, because it was

only by dying for us that he could break the power

of death over us. Jesus entered into death — and

came through it! Death gains its power from sin,

and because Jesus was without sin, death could not

hold him. God the Father raised him up bodily from
the grave.

And now the Lord Jesus offers the same
resurrection, the same victory over death, to those
who trust in him. He said, "I am the resurrection
and the life; he who believes in me, though he die,
yet shall he live, and whoever lives and believes i
me shall never die" (John 11:25-26).

The Lord Jesus knows that we live our lives in
bondage to the fear of death. And he offers tolkbrea
us free from that bondage, that fear. He died en th
cross in our place, bearing the sins we committed
and suffering the punishment we deserved. He did
this for love of us. He did this to free us fromrou

sins. He did this to free us from the fear and the
power of death.

And Jesus requires us to do nothing in return,
except to trust in him. He said, "Truly, truly, dys
to you, he who hears my word and believes him
who sent me, has eternal life; he does not conee int
judgment, but has passed from death to life" (John
5:24). "For this is the will of my Father, that eye
one who sees the Son and believes in him should
have eternal life; and | will raise him up at tlastl
day" (John 6:40).

Thanks to Jesus, "Death is swallowed up in
victory" (1 Corinthians 15:54). He is death's might
conqueror. Those who trust in him as their Saviour
and yield to him as their Master need not fear
death. They can be assured that he is the Good
Shepherd who will comfort them in their dying,
welcome them in eternity, defend them at the
Judgment, and provide them a new resurrection
body.
